Dear Pete:

I was very pleased to receive the card you sent me, specially the
historical part about the Snowy Mountains. I was looking through
the Roster of Battery "A", and there are numerous names that I
really don’t remember. However, I do remember some of the names
very well. I specially remember you, Gunvalson, Kingery, Luzzie,
Meilcarek, Pina, Sciullo, Underwocod, Klein, Mihalko, Mixon, Sot,
Sutphen, Thompson, Vance and Young.

I also remember those listed as either deceased or no contact,
such as: Bartley, Beaumont, Brummerhop, Callahan, Caprio,
Charlton, Conely, Cochran, Cunningham, Donateli and Forbes.

I recall that Caprio was the one that kept the changes in the fire
orders for the Howitzers when we were firing them. I also
remember Charlton who was a rather elderly gentleman, as well as
Cochran. They were both much older than the rest of us. I
remember Conely as being one of our top drivers of the prime
movers, and I will never forget in Tennessee maneuvers when his
truck and gun almost slid into a river and he had to stop the
truck and gun and tie it into a tree until the next day. I recall
Cunningham as being the heavy-weight champion boxer of Michigan.
Donatelli, Brumerhop and Sciullo were, as I recall, all in the
Instrument Section with Sgt. Zona. My recollection of Forbes is
that he was the Lt. Executive Officer and in charge of the firing
battery for a short time. I “seem to recall that Callahan was
always talking about Scully Square in Boston, and I see that he
evidently settled 1in Michigan. Of course, we both know and
remember Ed Young very well. I also recall 8Sgt. Sot as being a
little older than the rest of us, and he used to always brighten
up the crowd and give people something to laugh about. My
recollection of Sutphen is that he was a lieutenant in the battery
for a while. We all remember Sgt. Vance, the Supply Sgt. I also
recall Sgt. Mixon, in charge of motors, and Sgt. Mihalo who
succeeded Sgt. Salmon as mess sergeant after Sgt. Salmon got
himself in trouble. My recollection to Thompson is that he was a
corporal from Carolina, and he was sort of an assistant to Sgt.
Barbera, the articifer. I also recall Hugh Kinnery, and
Gunvulson. I don’t remember what department of the battery they
were in. We all recall Capt. Luzzie, and I really did think the
world of him.
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I feel very bad that I was not able to attend the reunion in
Columbia. However, the last time I was in that general
neighborhood in 1984 I went to Tank Hill and I found the fire
station and the tank, but I could not find the PX, the day rooms
or any of the barracks, day rooms, mess halls, orderly rooms of
the battery or any of the 590 Field Artillery Battalion buildings.
Everything was gone, but perhaps two barrack buildings. It kind of
shook me up, and I could not wait to get out of there. It made me
feel so bad! I can still remember walking up that narrow street
from the fire station and seeing the church, the day room and the
PX on the right side, and all the battery buildings on the left
s8ide with the mess halls being first in line. ' B

Your memory of so many different things and so many different
matters from those days really astound me, Pete. I love to read
your recollections, because that is the only way it comes back to
me, because I have forgotten 90% of those days. However, there
are a lot of very fun memories that I do think of, and the
thoughts are very pleasant.

Enclosed you will find a letter to the editor that apreared in the
Miami Herald, and I thought you would probably be interested in
seeing 1it. The party that wrote it is listed as a member of the
Division Association in the Roster.
