Stalag 9B was situatsd in the outskirts of Bad Ord (50 degrees 1" N. - 9 degroos
22" E.)'in the Hessen-Nassau region of Prussia, S1 kilometers northwost of
Frankfurt-on-Main,

On 17 December 1%Lk, 985 PW capturad during the first two dayo of the German
counter-offensive, vere narched for four days from Selgium into Gerwany. Durlng
this march, they roceived food and watar only once. The walking wounded received
no attention except such first aid as American medical personnel in the coliza
could give them. They roached Gerolatein and were packed into boxcars, 60 men o
the car. Tho cars were so emall that the men could not lie down. PV entersd the
cars on 21 December and did not get out until 26 Dacember. En routs, they were fad
only onces Eight nen seeking to oscape jumped intc a fiold and were killed by
exploding land mines. The Uerman sergeant in chargs, enraged that anyone had
attempted escaps, began shooting wildly. Although he knsw that every car was
densely packed with PW, he fired a round through the door of & car, killinz an
American poldier. The day after Coristmas, the men arrived at Bad Orb.

“On 25 January the canp roached its poal: with L070 American enlisted men, The

follewing day 1275 RCO's wers transferred to Stalag A Ziegenhain. On 28 February
1000 privates left Stalag 12A Limburg, for Bad Orb. They marched in a column which
averaged 25 miles a day. On leeving they were given one-half a loaf of bresd and
a zmall cheese for the five-dsy march. No medical supplies were available; men
who collapsed vere left behind under guard. FPW bad no blankets and some had only
& shirt and a paip of trousers for clothing. Their arrival, plus that of other

PW, brought the camp strength to 3333 on April 1 194S.

Deacriguo From 290 to 500 PW were jammed into barracks of the usual one-story wood and

tarpaper types, divided into two secticns with the washroom in the middle.
Washroom facilities consisted of one cold water tap and one latrine hole erptying
into an adjacent cesspool which had to be ahovsled out every few days. Each half
of the barracks contained a stove. Throughout the winter the fuel ration was two
am loads of wood per stove per day, providing heat for only one hour a day. Bunksa,
when there was bunks, were triple-deckers arranged in groups of four. Three
barracks wers coxpletsly bare of bunks and two others had only half the mumber

- needed with the result that 1500 mem were aleeping on the floors. Pv who wers

fortunate received one blanket each, yet as the camp's liberation =ome 30 Pw still
lacked any covering whatsoever. To keep warm, men huddled togsther in groups of
three and fétr. A1l barracks were in a stats of disrepair; roafs leaked; windows
wers breken; lighting wns sither unsatisfectory or lacking completely. Very fow

"barracks had tables and chairs. Scme bunks had matiresses and some barrack floors

wvere covered with straw, which PW used in lieu of toilet paper. The outdoor
latrines had some forty seats - a number ¢oftally insufficient for the needa of
hOOO men, Every building was infested with bedbugs, fleas, lice and other vernin,

It was Haupmann Kuhle who permittad American pw to replace Russians in the camp
kitchen and Pvt, Dathe xho ensbled them illegally to appropriats extra rations.
Gefreliter Veiss, at great personal risk, informed the XOC as to the progress of the
war gnd daily located the position of advancing American troops on maps which he
gmuggled in to the American FW. , )

After & 23 March 1945 visit the Swiss Delegats reportsd, "In spits of the fact that
-1t is difficult to obtain any kind of material to improve conditionk, it is rost
strongly felt that the camp commander with his staff have no intarsat whatsoever in
the welfare of, the prisoners of war. This is clearly shown by the fact that although
he made manmy primises on our last visit, he has not even tried to ameliorate condition

. and is apt to bdlame the Allies for ihukr these conditiona due to their constant bombin

Treatment In a report deseribing Stalags 94, 9C and 9B, which he visited 13 March 19L5, the

Repressntative of the International Red Crozs stated, "The situation may be consicered
very serious, The personal impression which one gets from an inspection tour of (isse
camps cannot be described. One discovers distress and famine in their most terribls
forms., Mosg of the priscners who have coms hers from the territories of the Eaast,

and those vho stdll -continus to ooms, are nothing but sidn and bones, Very many of
them ara suffering from acuts diarrhes with bloody phlegm dus to their complste
exhaustion. Pneumonia, dorsal and bronchial cases are very common,

The prisoners vhe have been in camp for & long tims are often also so thin that those
whon ons had known previcusly can bardly be recognized.

Thess priscners, in rags, covered with filth and infested with vermin, live crowded
together in barracks, when they do not lie mnder tents, asqueesed together on the
ground on & thin pallet of dirty strav or two or three per ¢ot, or on beaches and
tables, Same: of them are scarcely able to get up, or else they fall in a swoon as they
did vhen they tried to get up vhen the Representative was passing through. They do
not rove, even at neal time, vhen they are presented with their inadequate German
rations (for example 5B has been completely without salt for weqks). T

_When the Americans arrived the Xitchen was in charge of Russfan PW under the lax

supervision of Cerman guards. Sanitary conditions in the kitchen were foul and the
soup prepared vas practically inedible. When the MOC was permitted to substituts
American PW for the Ruszian help, thers resultsd a considerable improvemsnt in the
preparation of the meager prison fare. The eight bushels of potatoes which Uerman
Pvt. Dathe enablad the Americans to steal was most necessary since the Cerman ration
was terribly slight. It consisted of 300 grams of bread, 550 grams of potatoes, 30
grams of horse meat, 1/2 litre of soup made from putrid greens. The greens made the
men gick, and the MOC intervened to have the allotment of greens changed to catmeal.

“-Latar, even this small ration vas cut so that at the end of their stay PW were
- receiving only 210 grams of bread and 290 grams of potatoes per day. The MC wvas

convinced that a larger ration was zvailable and attridbutes its non-disiribution .
to Oberst Slsber, the commandant. The full ration listed above was the minimun
German civilian ration mimus fresh vegstables, eggs and whole milk. No Qersan soldler

was so 111 fed. -

-
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A thousand men lacked eating utensels of any kind, efither spooas, forks or
bowls. They ate out of their helmets or old tin cans or pails, amything on
vhich they could put their hands.

Only one gxx shipment of Red Cross food reached camp, 2300 parcels on 10 March
1945, Fallure #x of another shipment to arrive from Ceneva was attributed to
the chaotie transportation conditiona within Germany,

The Qerman rations had a Paper value of 1400 ocalories. Astually, the caloric
content was even further lovered by the waste in using products of inferior
quality, Since a completaly inactive man neods at lesat 1700 calories to live,
it is apparent that FW were slowly starving to death,

In the month between 28 February“and 1 April, 32 Americana died of malnutrition
and pneumonia . Medical attention Was in the care of tuo Amsrican medical officers
and 10 American medical orderlies, On 23 Mareh the infirmary held 72 patients,

22 of vhom ware Pneumonia csses, The others suffersd from nalmatrition and
dysentary, Influensa, grippe and bronchitia Wers cormon throughout the camp,

No medical parcels ware received {rom the Red Cross and the oxtrene scarcity of
medicines furmdshed by the Germans contributed to deaths of Py who otherwise
might have been saved. The MOC considered it fortunate in light of the exposer,
starvation and lack of medical facilities, that more PV did not die. :

Instead of issuing clothing, the Gsmman confiscated it from Fw. Upon being
captured many men were forced to give up everything they were not wearing, guch
extra items a3 shoes, overshoss, blankets and gloves, Some had only shirts and
trousers, no jackets. Others lacked shoes and bundled their fest in rags. At
Limburg andslsewhaere en route from the front, Germans took Arsericans overcoats
vith the result that ags late as the lagt week of March one-fifth of the PW had nc

Ko clothing care from the Red Cross becauge of the transportation breakdown.

On 8 February 350 of the Physically fit PW were sent to & work detachment in the
Leipsig district: Other men at the camp wers forced to carry out the stalag
bousekeeping chores. Until Prvt, Pfarnenstiel became ¥OC, German guards had
marched into the camp and taken the firat men in sight for Decsssary camp datails
This resultsd in congiderable inequity sines they not infrequently took the sama
nen time aftar time. The MOC &rranged to take care of all details through men
Physically fi8 to work and subsequently furnished a dally work rostsr to the
OQM' ' '

In December 154k en route to Bad Orb, Pw were lined up at ¥axweiler and forced
o glve up all money in their Possession. About £10,000 was taken from the 585
Ban by the Oerman Lisutenant in charge and no receipts given,

Since the issue of "lagergeld” had been abolishad, no noney was paid to officer
or NCO's. The amount due them vas creditad taby the Germans to their accounts
every month, to be settled at the Vars end. Neneworking privates received no pay,

No incoming mail was received, The ismue of lettar-forms was irregular and

S Norale foll rapidly under the brutalising conditions and by Karch the majority

of men wers tbsolutaly broken in spirit, orushed and apathetio. The Swiss
delegate emphasized the fact that even American and British PW asked for food

like beggars. °
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The Proteoting Power inspectors visited the camp on 24 January and 23 March
1945, each time reporting the atrocious camp conditions and extracting promises
from the cormandant.

‘I:hb Intarnational Red Cross represntative wvrote an extremely strong report
decrying camp conditions as he saw them on 10 March 19)i5. That mors Red Cross
food and supplies did not reach camp must be attributed to the disruption of

Gemp transport.
For sinilar reasons, the DMCA was never abls to visit the camp nor to supply

. Tfscreational equipment,

Until 25 January, no room was available for eithsr Catholic or Protestant
sorvicas, although two chaplins were present in the camp. In February, howsver,
the chanlina held regular services for both denominations and recaivad the

- ¢ooveration of Germar camp authorities. '

¥hen the MOC refused to single out Jews for segregation, a German officer
sslaectod- those Americans PY who he thought wers Jaws and put them in a seperxts
barracks. Yo cther discrinination was nade against them.,

From the end of December to the middle of January, PY wvare allowad to leave the
barracks only between 0630 and 1700 houra; the rest of the time they were locked
in. Cutdoor recreation vas non-existent bscause of Pu's veakness, The British
lazaret at Pad Soden ssnt over 32 books, the orly volumes obtainabls.

Balng informad of the rapid advanze of ths lxerican forces, Pvt. Pfannenstiel
began to prpare a camp organization to meet tha contingencies of their arrival.
Secretly, with the ald of the tarracks leaders, he selected SO0 of the most
raliable men in the camp and made them rilitary police, whose authority was to
begin when the American troops arrived in the vicinity, at which time they were
to naintzin control and order vithin the camp. Abtout the third week in Harch,
the dlatriot cozmander ordered that 1500 of the men in Stalag 9B be marched
eastiard to amother camp. When he resceived this order, subject protested that
to march the men in their cemi-starved condition was impossible. He realired
that the Azaricans wers clese and vizhed to prevent the rarch by any means
posaible. The district comrander met his protest by reducing the nmumber demanded
to 1000, Subject waa told to chose the 1000 best fitted for the marck. He then
went to the Cerxman medical officer in charge of the camp and pointed out that
there were a2 mmber of diphtheria and possibly typhus cases in the canp and
that to march them off right spread an epidemic through the erea covered by
the march. He was successful in convincing the doctor who proceeded to slap
@ ten-day quarzntine on the camp, Py this rmeans subject vas able to prevent
the vovenent of any of the Arerican PW's until they wers rescusd by Ameriozn

forcss.

Subject was attanding church services in the camp at 1l15 hours on Easter
Sundat, 1 April 19LS, when he vas called out of the church. He suspectsd at

 this tine that the Americans might be closing in on the carp. Sent by the camp

cormander to Bad Orb, a hospital town, he was taken to the major in command’

of the. tovns hospitals. The major proposed that subject take a white flag and
, proceed to meet the Americsns troops and guarantes the surrender of the town,
" This proposel strongly accorded with the wizhes of the townspeople. Subject

felt that an Ararican soldier wandering around alone behind German lines carryin
a whits fNag wight bave some trouble so he refused to go unlezs he was accomp-
arded by two wnarmed Cerman officers. The major named two officers and with

them subject proceeded toward the edge og town Oy this time cn American unit,
runored to be one of great sise and power, had cocupied the hill overlooking
the toun, As subJect's party raaohed the edge of the town, it was atupped DY
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the Oerman officer, Major.Fullman, charged with the military defence of the town.
Fullman denied having made any arrangement with the medical major for its surrended
and refused to permit the party to procsed until he had cons-ulted with the medical
major. .
At this ﬁi.u the Oi‘iﬁm Zarrhson operfed” uﬁ vty nall ame fire againast the Ameriocan
position on the hill, and the Americans answered with machine guns. Subject's party
vas caught between the two firea. The Qerxman officer with him then walked down the
street and told him to f{ollov and keep cool. In the. memﬂ arioxn..rj.ring,
_which had-started high over his hedd, was_getting Yowsr 10%9. ‘Withoit mich time
f0 spare, the Oerman officer and he mmged to duck into an underground hospital.
During the night the msdical major and ths major in cormand of the garrison met at
the hospital to consult on what to do. In the meantime the Americans began firing
artillery shells into the town. They dropped one shell regularly every 15 minutes.
The medical major persuaded the garrison major that resistance was hapeless and the
.latter agreed to withdraw his troops. The withdrawal took place during the night and
the next morning Pvi. Pfannenstiel's party again went {orward with their white flag
"to meat the Americans.

-+ ¢  They made the contact on the edge of the town with Capt. lLangley, commander of an
American reconnaisance group of 200 men that had run 60 miles ahead of the main Hody
the American forces, and hours shead of it's own azmunition supply. Bt the time that
the group entered Bad Orb with its tank guns and antitank wesapons pointing flercely
in a1l directions, there was not & single round of- artillery ammunition available to
be fired from any of the guns. Subject borrowed s ocar and returned with some of the
American goldiers to Stalag 9B. Thers everything was in order, the German guard unit
remained and the carmp commander turned over the control of the camp to the Americans.
At about noon, American units of the msin body began to pass through the town, and
when they learned of the pitiful condition of the Anmerican PW at Stalag §B, the units
as they passed through, emptied their PX stores and sent them up to the prisoners,
After several days, the imerican parsonnel at Stalag 9B, wvers evacuated to Camp
Lucky Strike near Le Harve.
